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RINGING MASTER’S REPORT STEPHEN PETTMAN

The highlight of the year was the quarter peal project for the Queen's Golden Jubilee, which as |
had hoped last year, saw great enthusiasm from a lot of our members. Quarters were rung in 187dif-
ferent towers and included 29 first quarters. This was all completed between 6/2/02 (the Accession
date) and 9/6/02 (a few days after the official celebration). Only two towers were not represented:
Dalham, where permission was refused after the local band failed to arrange an attempt, and Beccles,
who were stopped during the quarter over the Jubilee weekend and were unable to arrange a further
attempt.

| am very grateful to the district officers and the deanery representatives, who, in the main, applied
themselves wholeheartedly to the task. They had many helpers, too numerous to mention, completing
quarters at towers with no or few ringers. My personal thanks to those who have given up time, often
at short notice, to help me with missed quarters.

Guild events were again thin on the ground due to a variety of reasons but the Striking Competi-
tions were held. This year they were held at Pettistree and Ufford. St Mary-le-Tower, Ipswich again won
both competitions. My thanks to the local ringers, particularly Chris and Mary Garner, for arranging
both events. Unfortunately, the relaxation in the rules did not increase the turn out for the six bell com-
petition.

Peal ringing has again not been prolific, possibly due in part to the four months of quarter peal
activity, but there has been some variety among methods rung. It was encouraging to note that there
were seven first pealers, most of them young ringers. Footnotes show that many people rang their first
in methods or on numbers of bells. The following milestones were achieved:

Whereas, |
would certainly agree that the best option for many of our rings is a complete rehang, | am concerned
that we are stopping ringing rather than making stop gap repairs to give a few more years life. We have
to accept that in many places, there is never likely to be the necessary enthusiasm to raise vast sums,
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particularly where there are no ringers. There must be some middle road here to stem the tide of in-
creasing numbers of unringables. .

| should like to end by thanking all the District Officers and Members for their work during 2002.
We can now look forward to our 80th Anniversary Year and will hopefully have enjoyed a successful
celebratory dinner by the time this report is presented.

SECRETARY’S REPORT SANDRA PEREIRA

During the past year the Guild management committee has met three times with an average
attendance of 12. There are still one or two spaces on the committee where deaneries have not
appointed representatives. Two new members have been welcomed during the year.

The Annual General meeting, held at Horringer on April 6t attracted 51 members. A highlight of
this meeting was the presentation to the Guild by Betty Syrett of Wingfield of an historic book, a
handwritten, illustrated account of the bell-ringing career of Daniel Gridley of Sudbury. This book is
now in the guild library.

During the meeting Rolie Whiting was elected a Life Honorary member in recognition of many years
of service to the quild in various roles.

The officers were all re-elected with the exception of Stephen Young who had served several years
as report editor. The secretary later agreed to undertake this task, but would welcome a volunteer to
take over the role this year!

A rule change was agreed to enable towers to put together teams for the striking competitions
more easily.

A generous gesture from the Pipe Family has enabled us to set up a Trust Fund to give financial
assistance to enable learners to attend training courses.

The web site has been further developed and is updated regularly by John Pereira, and the central
database is steadily improving, although more returns from members would be appreciated.

Interest in the St Edmund clapper competition was again limited to the South East district, the
winners again being Sproughton. Further participation in this would be appreciated.

For the first time in several years there had been no applications for grants for restoration work, a
situation that looks like changing in 2003, as three churches are already planning restorations.

LIBRARIAN’S REPORT GILLIAN WAKEFIELD

The library has been used 17 times this year, not only by ringers wishing to borrow books, or vid-
eos, but by people wanting information on bells, ringing or past ringers. Enquiries included requests
for information on the methods rung to a peal at Rendham on 21.10.22, information about the bell
founder R Chirche, and information about Claude Rush. Researching this last enquiry turned up infor-
mation on the very large handbell with an interesting dedication on it which is heid in the library
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among the archive material. The Librarian is always pleased to try to answer queries relating to bells
or ringing.

The ringing fiction section of the library now includes a collection of ghost stories with a ringing
theme by Chico Kidd, some of which have been published in The Ringing World, and a novel by Chico
called The Printer's Devil which is set in the time of Fabian Stedman. This is light reading - perhaps
good to take on holiday.

Thank you to all those people who have donated material to the library. Space is limited and it is
possible only to accept items to do with ringing, but gradually a valuable store of books, audio-visual
items and archive material on bell ringing is building up for the Suffolk Guild of Ringers

BELFRY ADVISORY COMMITTEE REPORT
WINSTON GIRLING AND ALAN MOULT

On 30th March 2002, the funeral service of Ranald Warren Monteith Clouston M.B.E. was held at
Al Saints Church, Hartest. His passing marked the end of a remarkable lifetime dedicated to recording
and researching all aspects of bells, and left an enormous void in this field. Over many years Ranald
had meticutously put together a vast store of information about bells. He was well known throughout
the length and breadth of Britain and overseas. His wealth of information about Suffolk bells and
towers runs to hundreds of reports and we will be eternally grateful to him for his hard work, visiting
individual churches, and recording accurate details that often covered several pages for each
installation. As a member of our Belfry Advisory Committee and the former Maintenance Committee,
Ranald was always present at the meetings and would go to great lengths to ensure his attendance.
Mention of a particutar tower or bells would have him looking through his portable index system and
he would immediately have any information to hand that was needed. Ranald was the perfect
gentleman, always very considerate of others and it was an enormous privilege for us both to have
known him and to have had the opportunity to learn from him.

Meetings of the Belfry Advisory Committee have been held during 2002 in February, May and
September. In May and September there was much concern about the ringing of bells which are listed
in the Guild report as unringable. Recommendations have since been made to the Management
Committee advising changes in the wording of our Tower Directory. In addition, incumbents and
churchwardens responsible for dangerous rings of bells will be advised accordingly.

It is heartening that complete restorations are regularly in the news. Too many of our peals of
Suffolk bells are either derelict or in an extremely run down condition. The average condition of the
rings listed in the tower directory in the annual report is less than 7; in comparison the Southwell Guild,
using the same system of grading, is 9.5. We therefore need to continue our efforts to encourage the
restoration of rings in poor condition. The presence of a keen ringer ‘on the spot’ to support a
restoration certainly helps, and the Suffolk Guild will give all assistance possible in terms of advice,
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physical help and grants. Congratulations to all involved in recent restoration projects, and it is
especially gratifying to realise just how much hard work is being done, not only to. get bells restored,
but to try and recruit ringers at these towers.

As the Minutes of each Belfry Advisory Meeting are now printed in the Guild Newsletter it seems
unnecessary to duplicate each item here so may we encourage all to read the Minutes as they appear,
and to raise any comments on them with either of us or a local member of the Committee.

Thank you to all who have assisted with maintenance, cleaning out towers or in restorations
throughout the last year. ‘

TREASURER’S REPORT ERIC BULL

Alas subscriptions are nearly 8% down this year also other items of income in the General Fund have
decreased. Tax from covenants shows nil as all of the Gift Aid refund has been allocated direct to the
restoration fund the increase of which is one of our prime objectives.

The General fund shows a small positive balance and still totals enough to finance expenditure for a
year despite the reduced income.

The Gift Aid claim for 2001 realised £1,295.67 and has been split between the restoration fund and
the Pipe Family Trust Fund in the same proportion as the capital sums. My thanks to those who filled
in gift aid forms and made this possible.

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OBITUARIES GEORGE W PIPE

WILLIAM ABBOTT - WORLINGWORTH

Billy was a call change ringer, one of that faithful band that has kept the bells of Monk
Soham, Bedfield, Tannington and Worlingworth going over decades - their total span covering
more than a century. He died after a long illness, bravely borne.

RANALD WARREN MONTEITH CLOUSTON -HARTEST

Ranald lived in Kent, Hertfordshire, Suffolk and elsewhere. Born in Lavenham, a place he
loved dearly, he was a man of enormous skills and interests and his campanology in all its
facets took him all over the world. He will be best remembered perhaps for his vast
knowledge of bells and their founders, serving on many committees and giving so freely of his
time in so many directions.

Ranald was much loved by us all, not least as our Technical Advisor for nearly fifty years.
Many tributes to him were made following his passing in March 2002 and his funeral at
Hartest was a moving experience indeed.

ALMA CORNER - IPSWICH

The eldest daughter of the late and great George E Symonds, Alma spedialised in
handbell ringing, espedally tune ringing, with the Symonds family. One memorable occasion
was her parents' Diamond Wedding in 1967when, not having touched change ringing for
about fifty years, she rang Bob Major in hand faultlessly on an inside pair.

ALBERT J LANCEFIELD - WILLESBOROUGH, KENT

Bert was a life member of the Guild, having joined on a peal tour in Suffolk in 1954. A
bachelor, as were his two brothers Mark and Rex, all superb strikers, he was something of a
wanderer and developed a special love for Australia and New Zealand. A railway engineer,
Bert could always find work; he wrote poetry too and wherever there was ringing in
Austrdlasia he supported it from 1952 to 1965.

As a member of the famous Kent band, he rang several peals here on that 1954 tour and
maintained his love of the Suffolk countryside.

C KENNETH LEWIS - ALTRINCHAM

Ken Lewis was also a life member, joining in 1949 as part of the Cheshire tour.
Composer, conductor, two thousand pealer, teacher and Guild officer for his county, Ken's
ringing experience and expertise was considerable. He was one of the pioneers of spliced
surprise minor and a great exponent of the Albert Pitman series of spliced surprise major.
One of his favourite parts of England? - the Norfolk and Suffolk coast.

A ringer of the highest class on any number, a member of the Ancient Society of
College Youths for over fifty years, he was one of the faces of London, wonderful company
and one of the best after-dinner speakers in the business.

His loyalty to the great | L Pearson church of St Augustine, Kilburn, was unsurpassed,
despite other duties at Westminster Abbey, St Paul's, Smithfield and in the City generally.

CEDRIC FRANK WILLIAM PHILLIPPO - BUNWELL, NORFOLK

Frank was a Bunwell man, 86 years in the village and so proud of his church and belis,
which he served with distinction and utter devotion. When | was 'nobbit a lad' as they say in
Yorkshire, there were four Franks in the local band of St Michael and All Angels, and one thing
was certain - always a fine welcome.

Frank's funeral was a day of thanksgiving for this strong Christian and we remember him
as a life member in Suffoik with gratitude.

KENNETH SHERWIN - TATTINGSTONE

Many of our churches throughout the land would
be the poorer without such men.

FRANK ALFRED WILLIS-BETTS - HADLEIGH AND BILDESTON

Frank Betts was a man of many parts - and played them as it were for all his 86 years, A
solidtor's clerk in Hadleigh where he was born, he found time for numerous activities among
them 'weekend' farming, brass band instrumentalist, choirmaster, ringer, model yacht maker
and radio ham. He learned to ring in 1929 when he was 14 and joined the Guild in 1945,
having come under the influence of the redoubtable David Elfiot of Groton.

Hadleigh bells used to be rung from the ground floor with 6-7-8 on enormously high
boxes and they weren't easy, although a fine old ring. Frank helped teach a band under
pretty hard conditions and proved himself to be a capable ringer and conductor. A
memorable feat was ringing the notorious seventh in 1948 to a peal of Double Norwich in kid
gloves with A Patrick Cannon on the box quite eclipsing the tenor king's own performance.
