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Secretary’s Report

The Guild appears to be entering a period of change. Following on from my appointment as
secretary last year, this year two more important offices changed hands. After seven years
of dedicated service as Guild Ringing Master, Stephen Pettman has stepped down, and
Terry Howe, leaving the Guild's finances in a sound state, has retired as Treasurer.
Stephen’s place as Ringing Master as been taken by Amanda Whiting from Offton, who
because of her own dedication and enthusiasm to ringing must need no introduction. The
position of Treasurer is now in the equally capable hands of Chris Barker from Clopton.
Changes have also taken place in a number of District Officer posts, with more likely to
occur next year. It is thus a healthy sign that there continues to be members willing to serve
the Guild in this way.

The Annual Meeting, which this year was held at Bury St Edmunds, attracted well over 100
members. (Perhaps the somewhat controversial agenda had something to do with it!) As is
the tradition amongst ringers, an excellent tea was provided prior 1o the meeting by the
local ringers and friends. At the meeting, a proposal for a large increase in Ringing
Members’ subscriptions for 1991 to help finance bell restoration within the Guild was heavily
defeated. Instead, a modest increase was agreed, with pro-rata increases for other
subscriptions. However the question of whether the Guild should continue to provide grants
for bell restoration appeails, and if so at what level, was left unanswered.

The Management Committee has met regularly throughout the year, as have the Recruitment
and Training, Restoration and Maintenance and Friends of Suffolk Bells sub-committees.
This year we have been attempting to increase the awareness of the Guild members to the
activities of the Management Committee. One way that we have been trying to do this is by
making the minutes of meetings available to all members by sending copies to District
Secretaries as soon after the meetings as possible. District Secretaries should aiso have
received copies of the minutes of this year's AGM to be made available to anyone who
wishes to read them before they are presented at next year's meeting. | hope you are taking
advantage of these arrangements, and are finding it valuable having access to minutes. |
would welcome your views on this.

The Management Committee is aware that there is a need to reconsider the structure of the
Guild. Because of this, and in order to gather the views of members, the topic of this year's
Seminar was the structure of the Guild. Forty or so members attended, and frank discussions
were held. A summary of the points raised has been distributed via the Guild newsletter,
together with a questionnaire giving those who did not attend an opportunity to express their
views. The Management Committee will attempt to recommend courses of action based on
the feedback it has received, and present them in due course at AGM’s for approval by the
members. In the meantime you will be kept up to date with the committee’s thoughts on the
various matters under consideration.

The Guild’s taients do not solely lie the the ringing chamber, as those who attended the
Friends of Suffolk Bells social last October found out. We have singers, instrumentalists,
comedians, magicians, actors, actresses, etc, etc, not 1o mention excellent caterers. A good
evening was enjoyed by all, and the beill restoration fund benefitted by nearly £1000. Many
thanks to all who contributed to making the event a success. It is hoped to hold an even
better social in 1991, so make a note of it in your diaries!

By driving to District meetings during the past year throughout the county, | have realised just
how large Suffolk is. But | have always found the joumneys worthwhile, thanks to the warm
welcome that | and my son Paul have received. | have enjoyed serving the Guild during 1990,
and | look forward to meeting more of you in the coming year.

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Maintenance Officer’s Report

Many thanks are again due for the
considerable effort involved in the various
inspections and work listed below. Iit's good
10 see several restoration schemes coming
to fruition during the year and | hope that we
will continue 1o give support to any new
appeals launched in 1991. | am pleased to
report that the N.W. district now has a rope
pool, held by Gorden Slack.

Aldeburgh: Tower repointed.

Barking: A casting fault in the 4th and a
cracked wheel have been inspected.

Barham: The 4 bells have been inspected
and briefly rung but due to the very poor
condition remain unringable.

Blaxhall: Inspection - frame and fittings in a
reasonable condition but the architect states
that the tower is not in a suitable condition
for full circle ringing.

Bramfield: The treble and tenor headstocks
are to be replaced and the tenor bell needs
to be 1/8th turned.

Brampton: Work is being done to enable
the bells to be rung but only for short periods
due to bad clapper wear on the bells.

Buxhall: Tenor clock hammer has been
repaired and the 5th's pulley wheel replaced.

Campsea Ashe: Belis inspected and are in
good condition other than a sizable piece
missing from the lip of the 2nd - these
therefore remain unringable.

Clopton: A new ringing room floor and
additional floor below the bells have been
fitted.

Copdock: The bells are now ringable and
some local people are being taught.

Cratfield: Following the repointing of the
tower an inspection has been made, the
bearings oiled and a set of ropes provided.
The bells have been rung with the architect
present. A second architect’s inspection is
required but it looks likely that the tower will
be ringable.

Drinkstone: The 5th bell has been rehung

due to movement in the gudgeons, a bearing
cap has been welded, all the bearings
cleaned out and reoiled and a new set of
ropes ordered.

Earl Stonham: A new roof has been fitted
to the tower and there is now a regular band.

East Bergholt: The clappers have been
tightened and new split-pins inserted.

Easton: Back 3 bells have been tightened to
the headstocks.

Elmswell: Bells inspected and a further
inspection will take place if the parish is
interested in restoration.

Felsham: Bells inspected but remain
unringable due to poor condition of treble
wheel and a broken rope on the tenor.

Framlingham: Bells retuned and rehung in
the original frame.

Framsden: The work on the tower and
louvres has been completed and the bells
are now ringable.

Great Finborough: Spire windows broken -
birds getting in.

Hintlesham: Refurbishment work has
started with a general clean up, all old bolts
replaced, repairs to the wheels and all the
woodwork treated.

Hollesley: The frame is being painted by
the local ringers.

Hoxne: £20,000 has been raised for the
Church and bells.

tken: There has been an Owl in residence
which is hoped will leave in due course.

Ipswich St Clements: Bells Inspected
Ipswich St Lawrence: Bells inspected
Ipswich St Mary at Quay: Belis Inspected

Ipswich St Nicholas: Bells Inspected -
some of the louvre netting needs securing.

Lakenheath: New first floor to be installed.

Little Stonham: The unringable belis & their
fittings have been inspected but are in a very
poor condition with the tenor bell cracked.
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Long Melford: Frame bolts have been
tightened but three sets of gudgeon pin bolts
have insufficient thread.

Marlesford: Tenor clapper was cracked and
been repaired at the foundry.

Mildenhall: Ringing is stilt restricted due to
cracks in the tower.

Monewden: Bells retuned & rehung in new
frame - old frame preserved in the tower.

Nayland: Advise has been given for
installing a rope and pulley in order to chime
one bell from the body of the church.

Newmarket St Agnes: The one bell has
been inspected, the frame as yet has to be
painted. A new rope has been fitted, as well
as a maintenance platform & ceiling.

Newmarket St Mary’s: Counterbalance for
the tenor clapper has been rewelded after a
failed weld. A new stay has been fiited to
the third. All bolts and clappers checked.

Occold: At the Parish’s request a set of
ropes has been provided for chiming and the
bearings oiled. These bells remain
unringable.

Ousden: Chiming ropes repaired.

Pakenham: English Heritage want the
Church to keep the pre-reformation frame.
This would mean rehanging the bells in a
new frame below the old and ringing from
the chancel crossing.

Peasenhall: Bells inspected

Rattleden: Work on improving the rope
circle has been carried out, the tenor clapper
has been welded, the headstocks tightened
and the 2nd's ground pulley has been
refurbished.

Raydon: The single bell has been inspected
and a recommendation for maintenance
work sent to the PCC.

Rougham: 5th and Tenor headstocks were
cracked and have been replaced by
Whitechapel metal stocks.

Southwold: Bells retuned and rehung in
original frame.

Stonham Aspal: The 8th's gudgeon pin
bolts’ have been tightened.

Stowmarket: Front 6 clappers rebushed.
Stradbroke: Stapie bolts tightened.

Sudbury All Saints: The bells have been
checked. The roof is still leaking (to be
repaired by the parish)

Sweffling: Some missing nuts have been
replaced, a new stay fitted to the treble and
general tighten up.

Ufford: Work on the louvres has been
carried out by local builders, the rope
atignment on the 3rd, 6th & 8th has been
improved, the clappers of 1,24,7 & 8 have
been tightened, and the 7th stay adjusted to
prevent it catching whilst ringing.

Witnesham: The bells are unringable until
the tower has been inspected by the
architect.

Woolpit: The belfry has been cleaned out
but birds can still gain access through the
spire windows. Several stays have been
replaced and have now been wedged into
the ‘cast headstocks to prevent them
fsnapping off. A new set of ropes has been
itted.

Woodbridge: 5th clapper was broken and
has been welded and replaced.

Worlingham: A restoration appeal has been
launched.

Worlingworth: The restoration fund has
reached haif-way.

Ralph Earey
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Technical Adviser’s Report

1990 has been a fruitful year with regard to restorations with work being carried out at
Monewden, Southwolid, Rougham, Framlingham and Horham.

At Monewden the six bells have been rehung, by the Whitechapel Bell Foundry, in a new
cast iron frame lower in the tower than the previous wooden frame. The six bells, cast in
1890, are now the lightest ringable six in the Diocese with a tenor weight of 5cwts 3qgrs.

The ring of eight at Southwold have been rehung on ball bearings in the existing George Day
frame by the Whitechapel Bell Foundry, whilst at Rougham the fifth and tenor bells have
been rehung with cast iron headstocks, replacing the original cracked elm headstocks.

At Framiingham the eight bells have been rehung in the original wooden frame by Taylors.
Whilst the overall ‘go’ of the bells has been improved by the installation of vertical tie rods,
one or two outstanding items of unsatisfactory workmanship need to be resoived before the
full grant can be paid and the restoration considered complete.

The bells at Horham, which represent the oldest ring of eight in the country, have been
rehung in a new cast iron frame lower in the tower. The bells have been tuned and the
original frame and fittings are being retained following treatment with wood preservative.
There has been a trial ring on the bells but a considerable amount of non bellfounders work
within the tower needs to be done before the restoration is complete.

At Grundisburgh the ten bells are at the foundry. The proposed augmentation to twelve and
restoration is planned to be completed early .in the new year.

The six bells at Rattliesden were last rehung in 1895 by George Day of Eye in a wrought iron
frame. It is quite an interesting structure and was so designed to make the best use of the
very small plan area of the tower for the sizes of the bells concemed. Following some
maintenance work on the bells they remain in good going order.

At Newmarket St Mary problems with the tenor clapper going up ‘wrong’ was found to be as
a result of the counterbalance weight dropping off due to failed weids. It previously has
broken off in 1967 and was then repaired by Taylors. In 1985 the Whitechape! Bell Foundry
altered the arrangement to enable the bell to be raised ‘right sided'.

Plans for the restoration of the bells at Worlingworth, Worlingham and Hoxne are
progressing with significant funds raised to date, however the planned restoration of the
Boxford bells has run into some difficulties, particularly with respect to the strength of the
tower. Consideration is also being given by the parish to the restoration of the bells at
Fornham St Martin.

At the end of November, the Ringing World published the summary details of the 1989
Central Council Unringable Bells Survey. Whilst Suffolk together with Norfolk still have the
highest number of unringables at 24%; the report noted that Suffolk was one of the counties
to have seen the greatest fall in the number of unringables over the past four years. Whilst
this fall is due in part to the efforts made by the Guild, which it is hoped we will be able to
continue, it is important to remember that many of our smringable towers are not rung
regularly for Sunday Service. Every effort must be made to improve this situation if the
restoration and maintenance of the bells is to remain a worthwhile aim for the Guild.

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Treasurer’s Report

A year ago in his ‘postscript’ to the 1989 accounts my predecessor, Terry Howe, was rightly
emphasising the financial problems which faced the Guild in the demands, both known and
anticipated, for Restoration funds. At the time | took over from him we had total resources of
£16,600 and were committed to Grants of £17,665 — clearly not a good position. | am
pleased to report that foliowing much effort by a great number of people, this position is
improved and at the end of 1990, in broad terms, we had resources of £20,500 and were
committed to Grants of £13,115.

Contributions direct to the Restoration Fund and interest received amounted 16 £3,000,
£3,000 was raised by the Friends of Suffolk Bells (a 60% increase on 1989) and we were
able to transfer £2,000 from the General fund as well as making a small contribution to the
Handbells Account. During the year four grants were paid over amounting to £4,550.

So far, so good. The overall position has also improved because there has been only one
further commitment made during 1990, to Worlingham for £3,550. In fact, since | took office |
have not been aware of any requests and surely this situation cannot last. It is no one's fault
that Suffolk contains so many rings of bells, it is an historical accident and one that we have
1o live with. )

The increase in subscriptions in 1990 led to a welcome increase in income although there
was a further wastage in the number of members and this pattern is likely to repeat itself in
1991. | feel it right, therefore, to recommend that subscriptions levels should be held at
present levels, at least for the time being. To me, a comparative newcomer to the exercise,
ringing seems to be undergoing a cyclical down turn and | do feel that George Pipe and
others made a valid point at last year's AGM in emphasising the need to concentrate on
getting new people into ringing. More people will naturally generate more income and,
despite the current economic gloom, expansion continues in the county with a substantial
increase in population forecast over the next 15 years and we need to make these people
aware of what we have to offer.

We alsc need to ook outside ringing to try and generate funds for restoration work and |
propose to explore three possible avenues during the coming year:-

1. An approach to Eastern Arts or the Arts Council of Great Britain for help with specific
projects.

2. The establishment of a county-wide Guild 500 Club, ie., we sell 500 £1 units each month
of which £250 is given back in prizes - say £100, £50, £40 and three prizes of £20. This
needs to be for a limited period, perhaps three years, so that people do not feel that it will
go on for ever, and would create a reserve of £10,000 over this time. Are there not 250 of us
who would be prepared to spend £1 a month each and find a non-ringing friend willing to do
likewise?

3. A coordinated county-wide appeal to commerce and industry for funds to allow us to
build up a capital fund, the income from which could be used for restoration work. It has to
be acknowledged that this is better left for a healthier economic climate.
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In addition, there are other steps which we could take and | shall be investigating the
possibilities during the year.

In the meantime please continue the excellent support which is being shown for the Friends
of Suffolk Bells. This has made a very real contribution to the improvement in our overall
position this year.

in conclusion, may | take this opportunity of thanking all the District Secretaries both for the
help they have given me in my first year and for the tremendous efforts which | know they
have put in to maximise subscription income, both direct and through covenants. Theirs is a
thankless task, but we could not do wthout them.

A
shame the North West district could not manage a single new covenant in 1990 !

in summary the Guild can expect an income tax reclaim of approximately £323 for
subscriptions, together with a further £324 on covenanted donations made to FOSB.

Revd Canon William Donnan MA

Rector of Worlingworth, Tannington, Bedfieid
& Monk Soham, all with bells of which he
was proud, Bill Donnan was a great
enthusiast for ringers and ringing. Other
things too - photography, horses and local
history. There was always a warm welcome
to his benefice which he served for thirty
years and through him the present bell
Restoration Fund at Worlingworth is currently
under way. Eriswell bells were also restored
during his incumbency there.

Leslie Forster

Leslie was to Mendlesham & District what
Hutton was to Yorkshire — a character; part
of the scene. Little Leslie, as we
affectionately knew him, for he stood only 4
ft 4 ins high, was a familiar sight in our
Suffolk belfries before, and for thirty years
after the War. He usually rang the second,
always on a box and with measured striking,
enjoyed his ringing up to Superlative and
Double Norwich. Well into his eighties when
he died, he never ceased in his care for
people of all ages in the village and beyond.

Cyril Hancock

Although he was nearly seventy when he
came to Suffolk, Cyril joined the Rougham
band and mastered the Art, reaching
Cambridge Surprise and many other
methods. He was a most enthusiastic
supporter of the Guild, rarely missing a
meeting or a practice with Sunday service
his priority. Sadly stricken with Parkinsons
Disease he was nevertheless active until he
was 90. Ringers like Cyril are the backbone
of a Guild.

Arthur J Haynes

Well known in the Sudbury area for over fifty
years Arthur hailed from Lincolnshire and
after Nottingham University joined Boots the
Chemists - moving to Suffolk in the thirties.

His attention to detail in business reflected in
his ringing and he was first class on eight
with London and Bristol in his repertoire. In
later years he was Master of the famed
Lavenham tower, always proud to welcome
visitors to that great belfry.

Happily his son and grand-daughter have
followed in the Art.

Alderman Ling

The Lings are immortalised in George Ewart
Evans’ splendid book ‘Ask the Fellows who
cut the Hay’ where a chapter is devoted to
the ringers of Blaxhall and the villages
around.

A deep saturnine man ‘Aldy’ certainly had an
aura of mystery about him ~ something one
occasionally encounters in deepest rural
areas where families have lived for
generations. A capable ringer he had rung
peals up to Kent T.B.Maximus and was a
useful conductor too.

Sidney Moore

Sidney joined the Framlingham band in the
twenties - the days of the brothers Hall,
Willoughby Maulden, William Crickmer and
Bill Flory. Thus his association with that fine
church spanned 70 years, in the belfry and
congregation.

He rejoiced that St Michaels' bells were
restored during 1990 and glad we are that he
lived to see it and hear them.

Cameron Newell had a great presence about
him - a big man with a bass voice of
astonishing timbre. Rector of the now, sadly,
redundant Churches of St Peter & St Mary at
Quay in lpswich he was, right up to the his
93rd birthday, a fine compelling preacher,
much in demand.

He loved bells and often preached at our
meetings in the post war years. Perhaps his
best known utterance was commenting on
the saying “The hand that rocks the cradle
rules the world...” “That's as maybe” he said
once to a packed congregation in St
Lawrence’ Church “but 1 tell you, the hand
that pulis the bell rope tells the world”.

For years Bill struggled to keep Halesworth
tower going and, as with so many, just
needed .someone to move in with
experience 1o support his efforts. He so
